« The CEER “Concept Paper on Training and International
Cooperation " (July 2006) called for the definition of a clear
strategy on international cooperation issues, taking | nto
account European Commission’s priorities in the light of the
major changes introduced into the EU’s external policy in 2006

The CEER International Strategy Group (ISG) was created Iin
December 2006 to deal with international cooperation issues

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The 3 priority axis of the ISG

European energy market capable of attracting investmen t and
enhancing competition as well as environmental protec tion

« Strengthen national institutional capacities

:|> » Adapt legislation and regulation to EU norms and practices
* Implement the « acquis communautaire » on energy (2003)

« The Energy Community regulatory Board (ECRB)  advises the Energy
Community Treaty institutions on statutory, technical and regulatory rules in
the region (decisions and recommendations, notably on cross-border disputes)

e Composed of 8 non-EU Members , 12 European Participants and one
representative of the European Commission (as well as 4 non-EU

Observers)
o 3 Working Groups (WG): Electricity WG, Gas WG, Customer WG
o South-East Europe Coordinated Auction Office Implementation group

» Electricity Forum (Athens), Gas Forum (Maribor)

MEDREG (1/2)

« MEDREG was created in Rome in May 2006 (formally in November
2007) to promote a stable, harmonized regulatory framework in
the EU-Mediterranean energy market to the benefits of energy
consumers in both regions

» Composed of the representatives of regulatory autho rities of
Mediterranean basin (or ministries of countries where an independent
regulatory authority has not yet been established)
